Walter Puchlak 
65, of Yale, died unexpectedly, Saturday, May 1, 2010 at Port Huron Hospital. 

 He was born, October 23, 1944, the son of the late Andrew and Anastasia Harris Puchlak.
His marriage to Bonnie Lee Gleason was at Sacred Heart Catholic Church, Yale, October
1, 1967 . 

 Walt served his country for six years in the National Guards. He worked for Pontiac Motors
for four years. He and his wife Bonnie formerly co-owned the laundry mat business and
the “Dairy Hut” restaurant (now CJ’s), both in Yale. Walt owned and operated both the
former Shell and Total gas stations in Yale where he also did auto mechanics. He moved
his auto repair shop, “Wally World”, to a new building in Brockway Township in 1986
where he continued operating until his death. 

 Walt enjoyed caring for his farm animals at his home, liked racing cars with his son Tim,
hunting and fishing, but, especially loved helping people. 

 Surviving in addition to Bonnie, his wife of over 42 years, are a daughter, Tammy Puchlak
of Yale; three grandchildren, Ted, Crystal, and Brian Jones; a brother, Tony Puchlak, of
Peck as well as many friends. 

 His son, Timothy, died tragically in 1996.
